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Minutes of South East London Phototherapy Network

3. Review of clinical standards

a. Hard copies of guidelines – Nichola to offer hard copies to anyone who wants them and post out. 

b. Fiammetta Fedele has suggested she will send out a survey to all of the nurses and physicists in the network to check on the dosimetry and calibration protocols. We are also going to check with Arthrodax and Daavlin which protocols they use when assessing phototherapy cubicles. We would like to delineate how their servicing procedures differ from our dosimetry and calibration protocols. If they do offer dosimetry and calibration protocols are they in line with our photophysics protocols. If they have different protocols we need to appraise them of ours and inform them of UK guidelines. 
c. The BAD phototherapy guidelines survey on Survey Monkey apparently yielded 44 out of 200 surveys. John Ferguson and Robert Sarkany will visit the BAD in September to find out what data has been gathered and advise about how to improve the surveys going forward, as well as how the BAD will be following up with Trusts that do not produce any data or produce data which shows them be to outside of the NICE Guideline standard.  JF and RS will report back to the network.
d. The South East London Phototherapy independent audit data before and after… has this already been presented? 

4. Review of Educational and Training Activities

a. Updates now taking place at Burrell Street Clinic Auditorium which seems to be a good venue. Very good turnout - 71 delegates. A Nurses Phototherapy course is planned for 10 & 11 October at the Robens Suite at GSTT.

b. We will send out an email reminder about the BAD survey and phototherapy course and South East London Network meetings. These will be designed for the individual steering group members to send out to each hospital that they represent.  
5. A review of other network activities.

6. Future Plans 

Trish Garibaldinos suggestion about each zone giving a short audit presentation during the course of the next 3 meetings over the year – just presenting essentially the BAD Guidelines audit Data from a unit, the problems they face and what  phototherapy tariffs they use.  John and Trish to speak to James Watts about tariffs and how they work for PUVA and TLO1.  There is a feeling that the BAD is not clear on tariffs.  
Maintenance phototherapy -  we need to educate people that sometimes it is ok but it is not something we recommend.  We need to eliminate the idea of a hard cap at 30 treatments and encourage patients to be treated for indications such as vitiligo.
